Build Background

How We Celebrate Invite children to share how they
celebrate a special day or holiday with their families. They might
perform a special song or dance, or show how to play a game.
They might make a decoration or draw a picture of a costume,
food, or gift that is given on the special day. Encourage them to
share in whatever way best suits the celebration.

Build Vocabulary

Sing the Days Display a calendar. Point to and name the
days of the week. Then sing the following song to the tune of
“Where Is Thumbkin?” (It is also the tune of “Frere Jacques.”)
Invite children to join in as you repeat the song.

Lou’s
brother is making a hat. Why do you think he’s doing that?

Pages 8-9 Now it's Tuesday . The thought bubble shows
Lou and his sister Jill at the movies . Let's read page 9. Do
they go to the movies? (no) Every day Lou’s family is too busy
to spend time with him. How would this make you feel? How
do you think Lou feels? (sad, disappointed)

Pages 10-12 It's Wednesday . The thought bubble shows
Lou and Mom at the beach. Look at page 12. What is Mom
doing instead of going to the beach? (writing cards)

Pages 13-19 Thursday is next. Lou wants to go to the
park with his grandma. On Friday, Lou asks his grandpa to
go horseback riding, but he is busy in the kitchen. Look at
the calendar.

Observe or ask questions to discover
