Demonstrate sequence by displaying these steps:

1. 2. 3.

Point to each picture and say: First, a baby crawls. Second, a
baby stands. Third, a baby walks. Sweep your hand across the
pictures and say: This is a sequence. Sequence is the order in 
which things happen, such as 1, 2, 3, or first, second, third.

Mix up the cards. As you rearrange the cards in the correct
sequence, explain: In a sequence, the order is important. The
baby cannot walk until she learns to stand.

Write on the cards: First, the baby crawls. Second, the baby FF
stands. Third, the baby walks. Explain that First, FF Second, and
Third tell time order. Use self-stick notes to replace Second
and ThirdTT  with d Next andt Last. Explain that these words also
show time order.
