Conduct a demonstration to relate cause and effect. Push a
pen off a desk. Ask: What happened to the pen? (It fell.) Why
did it fall? (because you pushed it)

Explain: | pushed the pen. That is the cause. A cause is why
something happens. An effect is what happens: The pen fell.

Then display and review this chart:

To find an effect, ask: | To find a cause, ask:
What happened? Why did it happen?

Share an anecdote, such as: This morning | put on a sweater
because it was cold. Have students use the chart to identify
the cause and the effect. Ask:

» What happened? (You put on a sweater.)
» Why did it happen? (It was cold.)

Point out the signal word because. Explain that words such
as because, so, and why often signal a cause or an effect.
For example:

* | went to bed late so | was tired in the morning.

e |t was hot. That's why | took off my jacket.
